World The Charlotte Convention and Visitors Bureau and
Cup the Carolina's Partnership is spearheading an
Soccer effort to bring World Cup Soccer competitions to

Charlotte in 1994. Attached is a letter from
the Charlotte Convention and Visitors Bureau.

1994

They are bidding on first and second round
games that would bring two to three weeks of
World Cup Soccer competition to Charlotte.

. The bid proposal is contingent upon the
construction of the NFL stadium as that 1is

the proposed site for the games.

’ Richardson Sports is a partner in the bid
proposal.

As a major international sporting event, World Cup
Soccer requires the cooperation of local
governments in order to be a success. Specific
gervices needed include: security, tratfic
control, fire safety enforcement, police escorts,

and airport hospitality area.




The proposed resolutions:

Copmit the City, upon designation of
Charlotte as a 1994 World Cup site, to

develop a plan that provides all necessary
governmental services,

‘ Commit the World Cup Carolina's Venue Bid

Preservation of the existing housing stock through
code enforcement is also a major program component

of Community Development: the General Fund
provides the funding. The proposed code

enforcement budget for FY92 is $1,121,594.

Special Federal regulations require the City to provide

ation transportation~disadvantaged. These are persons
with a disability which prevents use of Charlotte

Since 1988, Special Transportation

Service (STS) has contracted night, weekend and

noliday service to disabled citizens. A list of
key points follows:

In 1989 the Greater Charlotte Transportation

Company declined to extend its contract for
night, weekend, and holiday service.

Executive Transportation Service operated the
service on an interim basis and was awarded a

two-year contract beginning August 27, 1990.

. The City terminated its contract with

Executive Transportation effective May 15,
1991,




The termination resulted from these contract
fallures:

’ Executive Transportation's 1990 contract
proposal indicated a merger with Pony Express

Transportation Systems (a firm with extensive
experience in disabled transportation). The

merger never occurred and promised technical
assistance was not provided.

kxecutive Transportation did not provide the

required wheelchailr accessible vehicles as
called for in the contract.

Executive Transportation was assessed 186
penalties, deducting $3, 450 from their
invoices. STS received 62 passenger
complaints on Executive Transportation's

performance, including poor equipment, late
trips and missed trips.

As a result of terminating the contract with
LxXecutive Tranpsortation, a new Request for
Proposals was igsued.

The Proposal Review Committee - made up of

representatives of the Transportation, Budget and
Evaluation, and Purchasing Departments -~ met on

April 15 and discussed the merits of the proposals
received,

The committee unanimously recommended award of a

contract to Yellow Cab Company of Charlotte at a

cost of $20.99 per client (not to exceed an annual
cost of $305,000) during the first vear and a
Price of $21.99 per client (not to exceed an
annual cost of $330,000) during the second year.

Yellow Cab Company's price of $20.99 per
client/per trip is lower than the current price
being charged by Executive Transportation of

$21.99 per trip and lower than the cost for which
SIS could operate the cost per client trip.

BUDGET ORDINANCE

Recommend adoption of a budget ordinance appropriating
$500,000 to the Convention Center project account.

Convention On April 22, 1991, Council approved

Center installment purchase financing for the Convention

Project Center project. The project architect and
construction manager were instructed to restart

their work on this project. Sufficient funds were

avallable to pay for these services through
May 13, 1961.

This action will appropriate $500,000 to the
existing Convention Center account to cover the
expenses for the architect and construction
manager from now until the end of June, 1991.

Cash in hand from the bond sales isg expected in
late June or early July, 1991.

Funds will be available from the 3% hotel /motel

tax revenue as authorized for this projec¢t by the
N.C. Legislature and as enacted by Mecklenburg

County. All dollars which have been advanced for

the Convention Center will be reimbursed once the
financing is in place.

FARA On March 25, 1991 Council adopted a resolution and

Grant budget ordinance accepting an FAA grant of
$125,028 which increased a previous grant of
$2.391,000 to provide the federal share of
additional costs incurred with land acquisition
and obstruction removal for runway 36R clear zone,
construction of Concourse A ramp, construction ot

expansion of Concourse D ramp, and connector
taxiway.

Because of an error in the FAA grant amendment
document, the action Council took on the 25th

The personal computer offered in this proposal which

operates the system can only communicate with two hand-held

computers simultaneously, rather than four as required in
the specifications.

Network Computing Charlotte, N.C. Alt. #2. $185,258.00

The hand-held computer offered in this proposgal has a

capaclity of 750 = 850 readings. The gpeclifications called
for 1,000 minimum.

Additional Information Concerning the Datamatic, Inc.
Proposal:

The hand-held computer has a capacity of only

128,000 characters of memory (the current gsystem
has a capacity of 256,000 characters of memorvy),
and can hold approximately 1,200 readings with a
record length of 90 characters each. The
specifications require a 240 character record

length which is necessary to handle our present
and future applications. Using this length yields




a capacity of only 450 accounts, which will not
meet our needs. Minimum capacity has to be 1,000
records of 240 characters each.

’ System lacks some required reporting capabllitiles,
primarily those concerning system operations.

¢ System can only load/unload two hand-held
computers simultaneously without degrading
transmission time. Specifications require four.

. Proposed system installation and training schedule
is to be completed in three days; this time period
is insufficient to provide the in-depth training
required. Additional training costs $1,000 per

day plus expenses.

. Maintenance cost for the Datamatic, Inc. System

will be approximately $5,600.00 higher per year
than the Husky's alternate bid being recommended.
