Section 1. Chapter 3 of the Code of the City of Charlotte is

hegebj amended by adding a new section as follows:

"Sec. 3-25.2. Adoption of animals from animal control snelter
and penalties. ‘ ?

Upon the adoption of an animal at the animal control shelter,
the person shall deposit the amount of money for a city license
tag, which shall not be used for the purchase of a city license
tag and issuance of that tag until proof of the inoculation of
the animal. The Superintendent shall not have the authority to
issue a license before presentation of such proof of 1noculat1@n.

‘The person must provide proof of inoculation of the animal
within three (3) business days of the purchase of the animal
from the shelter. During that same period of time, the animal -
shall not be held to be in violation of Section 3-25 requiring
an animal to have a city license tag. After the expiration of
that period of time, a person who has not presented proof of the
inoculation of the animal shall be in violation of both Sectlon
3-25 requiring a current rabies vaccination tag showing that the
animal has been vaccinated and in violation of Section 3-25
requiring a current city license tag.

Upon the purchase of the animal, the person shall sign a§
form stating that the person has been informed that a failure ‘to
present proof of the inoculation within three (3) business days
shall subject that person to both violations, not having a rabies
vaccination tag and not having a current city license tag. Further
the form shall state that the city license tag deposit to be used
for the purchase of the city license tag shall enter the general
fund of the city." .
