It i~ anticipated that these projects will extend 

beyond the peri od of the FYS3-S4 budget ordi nance and wi 11 rema in in 

effect for the duration of the projects. 

Section d. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict 

herewith are hereby repealed. 

Section 5. This ordinance shall become effective upon its 

adoption.
