March 21, 1963, . with respect to the construction of Housing Project NC

WHEREAS, the aforesaid Cooperation Agreement provides that the city will 
cooperate with The Housing Authority in closing the streets and alleys 
required to be closed in connection with the construction and development 
of the aforesaid project; and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the aforesaid Cooperation Agreement and 
pursuant to the further assurances given to it by a letter from Mr. Willian1 
J. Veeder, dated November 5, 1963, the Housing Authority has requested I 
the city to vacate and close all of Norlina Street and Sixth Street Court 
(Summerville Row) and that portion of North Alexander Street lying between 
East Sixth Street and East Seventh Street; and 

WHEREAS, the procedure for closing streets as outlined in the North 
Carolina General Statutes, Section 160-200 (11) and Section 153-9 (17), 
requires a public hearing after notice to the abutting land owners not 
joining in the petition and after publicauon in a newspaper once a week 
for four consecuti ve weeks; and 

WHEREAS, the city desires to fulfill its obligations for the closing of 
said streets as aforesaid;
