$53,965,000 in General Obligation Bonds on May 31, 19889.

Adoption of this resolution will:

* Authorize issuance of bonds stating amount, date and
purpose of issue.

Fix the form and manner of execution of the bonds;

Ratify actions taken by the Local Government Commission; and

Approve the Official Statement relating to such bonds.

Through the City's normal bond sales and capital expenditure planning
cycle, bond sales are scheduled based on cash flow needs identified by

administering departments. This process has provided the basis for an
upcoming General Obligation bond offering.

It is anticipated that current market and economic conditions will

result in favorable debt cost to the City. The City's Finance

Department will continue to closely monitor market and economic
conditions. Ag the sale date approaches, if market conditions have

changed to the extent that they may produce unfavorable debt cost to

- i
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the City, either the size of the sale will he reduced or the sale will
be postponed until a more favorable market occurs.

Branch. For these reasons we do not believe that there 1s any
particularly historic aspect of our building which warrants 1t

being designated as a "historic property."

We also do not agree with the conclusion in the Survey and
Research Report that the streetscape ot Ssouth Tryon Street
warrants our building being designated as a "historic property.’
Contrary to the opinion expressed in Miss Brown's letter to you
of November 30, 1988, we do not understand how our building
contributes to the historic integrity of the streetscape because
the numerous changes 1n South Tryon Street over the past several
vears have in fact made our building look out of place as newer
structures have been erected and older ones modified. Indeed,
actual and proposed developments to the north of our property are -
exposing the utilitarian and unattractaive features of our
building along Second Street, resultling in a negative impact on
the streetscape of South Tryon Street.

For the foregoing reasons we opject to designation of our
building at 401 South Tryon Street as a "historic property" and

request that the proposal be dropped.
