G ood evening. M ayor M yrick , m em bers of the city council, thank you

for m akin g tim e on the agenda for m y presentation . I am  here to tell you

about C harlotte's sm ashing perform ance on the International M athem atical

T ournam ent of T ow ns. T he contest began m ore than 12 years ago in the

S oviet U nion, and has grow n steadily over the years both in term s of

num ber of p articipating cities and students and in the num ber of countries.

In 1990-9 1, there w ere approxim ately 5400 students from  65 cities in 23

countries. M o st of the p articip atin g cities are form er eastern block , but

tw elve w ere w estern w orld cities. I am  pleased to tell you that C harlotte

w as the top W estern W orld city and that C harlotte w as 6th over all.

Let m e tell you about the com petition. There are tw o divisions, junior

gnd senior. T he senior division includes U S 11th and 12th graders, and the

junior division a1l other grades. There are 2 fall rounds and 2 spring

rounds. In each round students have either 4 hours or 5 hours to solve

exactly 3 of the 5 or 6 problem s posed. A s you m ight guess these are not

routine text-book problem s. T hey require great inginuity . M ost do not

sim ply ask for a num erical answ er, bût require the developm ent of an

algorithm or a proof of a conjecture. I've brought tonight a sam ple of these

problem s. A ltogether, 28 C harlotte students participated, and 9 earned

D iplom as of D istinction . A ll these students are m em bers of the C harlotte

M ath C lub, a club for Junior high and high school students l sponsor. T he

club m eets m onthly to w ork prob lem s and to com p ete in m athem atics

com p etition s. L ast year, besides com peting in the T  of T , w e took p art in

the V P I collegiate contest, the A C M  collegiate com p uting contest, and



because of a generous contribution from  P ep si C ola of C harlotte, w e

com peted in a com petition in A tlanta.
