General Statute 160A-445 was rewritten as follows:

“"Section 1. Service of complaints and orders.

Complaints or orders i1ssued by a public

of ficer pursuant to an ordinance adopted
under this Part shall be served upon persons
either personally or by registered oOr
certified mail. If the identities of any
owners or the whereabouts of persona are
unknown and cannot be ascertained by the

public officer i1n the exercise of reasonable

diligence, or, 1f the owners are known but

have refused to accept service by registered

or certified mail, and the public officer
makes an affidavit to that effect, then the
gerving of the complaint or order upon the

unknown owners or other persons may be made
by publication i1n a newspaper having general
circulation i1n the city at least once no

later than the time at which personal service
would be required under the provisions of

this Part. When service 18 made by

publication, a notice of the pending
proceedings shall be posted i1n a conspicuous
place on the premises thereby affected.

Section 2. This act applies only to
municipalities that have a population in
excess of 300,000 by the last federal census.”

In terms of code enforcement procedures, this
means that 1f the whereabouts of an owner are
unknown a notice will i1mmediately be placed in the
newspaper, and 1f the owner is known but refuses
the registered or certified mail a notice will

immediately be placed in the newspaper. This will
ghorten the process by about three weeks and will

enable the Community Development Department toO
expedite the code enforcement process in a more

timely manner.

The proposed ordinance has been reviewed and

approved by the Legal and Community Development
Departments.

POLICY

Recommend adoption of a resolution of consideration for each

of the ten annexation study areas. A series of official maps
of each study area will be adopted as formal boundaries and

will be on file with the City Clerk.

Proposed Under state law, areas being considered for
Annexation annexation must be i1dentified at least one year
before the beginning of formal annexation
proceedings. This 1s accomplished through
adoption of a resclution of consideration whach
delineates the geographical area under
conslderation. City Council must then wait one
full year (but no more than two years) before

1nitiating formal annexation proceedings.

The Planning staff has i1dentified ten areas which

appear likely to qualify for annexation during the
two-year life span of the resolution. The ten

areas, shown on the attached map, are:

Resurfacaing of NC 16 was originally bid as part of
the 54" water main. The resurfacing bid was for

$363,000. During construction, CMUD negotiated

with the contractor and NC Department of
Transportation to remove this work from the water

main contract and executed a municipal agreement

for NCDOT to complete 1t. The charge from NCDOT

18 $298,531.24. While waiting for NCDOT's
invoice, fundsg were transferred out of the water

main account. This request 1s to replace funding
to allow payment to NCDOT.

This budget ordinance will transfer $115,000 to
Major Feed to Southeast Charlotte from surplus
funds in the Sardis Road Water Tank and Prosperity
Church Road Water Main Capaital Accounts.

D. C. Neal Construction regquested withdrawal of their bid
due to an error. They submitted a copy of their work papers
to the architect which confirmed that they had failed to

include the price of their plumbing subcontractor in thear
bid. The omission was for $15,975.

North Carclina General Statute 143-129.1 allows for a bidder

to request withdrawal of their bid if the bid contains a
suybatantial arithmetic error or omission of work without
forfeiture of their 5% bid security. The statute also
requires the bidder to make the request within 72 hours
after the bids are received. The City Attorney's Office has
rendered an opinion that since the bidder failed to make the

request within the time period prescribed by the statute,
their request must be denied and their bid security

forfeited and that the 72 hour requirement cannot be waived
as an i1nformality.

Date Awarded: September 10, 1990

Original The Camp Dresser & McKee contract was the fairst
contract: phase of a five-seven year program to eliminate

rainfall-induced sanitary sewer overflows. During
heavy or sustained rainfall, stormwater runoff
infiltrates the sewer system through manhole

covers, deteriorated manholes and sewer mains, and
improper or unauthorized connections to the sewer

system. The infiltration results in overflowing
manholes and flow rates exceeding the wastewater

treatment plant's capacaity.




Amendment In March, 1991, Council approved an amenament
No. 1 of $866,700 which authorized Camp Dresser & MCRee

to: (1) design flow equalization facilities at the
McAlpine Creek Plant and, (2) design relocation of
gewer mains required by the Outer Loop.
