The C lty sl ff recom m endatlons lnclude m alor capltal expendltures to lm plem ent a reduced levd

of servlce T hese m ay preclude the feaslblllty of prlvatlzlng ln the near future because the

Because solld w aste collectlon represents a m alor cost and there are nnm erous quallfied pnvate
com panles w ho offer thls servlce lt Is probable that addltlonal benefits can be den ved lf

com petltlve blddlng ls tlsed A lso, there are other lnnovatlve changes w hlch should be

consldered

In January, I prepared a bnef report about solld w aste w hlch w as presented to the Prlvatlzatlon
