$2,796.68; petitioning the Couneil to permit Mr. MeDevitt to pay the sum
of $796.68 and to reassess the remaining $2,000.00 payments over a period
of ten years at 6 percent interest. ' '

The City Manager reported that the City of Charlotte has
instituted suit to foreclose the City's liens against three lots on Mint
Street, for taxes and street assessments, and that the defendant ommers
of these lots have filed answer raising an issue of fact. He stated that
taxes due the City emount to approximately $2250.00, and County taxes
emount to approximately $1225.00, making a total of approximately $3,475.00,
with approximately $1300,00 due on the street assessments. An appraisal.
of this property made by Mr. LeRoy Dulin, set a price of $500.00 each
or a total of $1,500.00 valuation on these three lots, and in view of
the appraisal being so much out of line with amount of taxes and street -
assessments, Mr, Mclain, Assistent Collector of Revepue, had asked for
specific instructions as to his procedure in bidding at the foreelosure
sale.

REQUEST FOR 25 CENT LEVY FOR SCHCOL PURPUSES.

Mr. Flack presented a resolution adopted by the Board
of School Commissioners on May 6, 1943 as follows:

*BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of School Commissicners
of the City of Charlotte, that in order to provide the necessary
funds for the operation of the schools of the City of Charlotte for
the year ending June 3Q, 1944, the City Council be and they are
hereby requested to levy the special school tax of 25¢ as hereto-
fore authoriged by the voters of the City of Charlotte for the
support of the City Schools". '

Mr. Flack also advised that this resolution had been
submitted to the City Attorneys for a ruling as to whether it was nandatory
that the City Council levy 25¢ for school purposes and whether the School
Board should support their claim for this levy. The City Attorneys' opinion
read in part "Section 15 of the School Maehinery Act provides that the
School Board shall submit to the Council its request for funds to supple-
ment State school funds on or before the 15th day of June, on forms provided
by the State Board of Edueation, and that the Council may "approve or dis- |
approve its supplemental budget in whole or in part.® TWhile Section 55(4)
of the Charlotte Charter provides that the City Council shall levy an
annual tex for the support of public schools "in accordance with the public
laws of the State of North Carolina™. In the light of the above, it was
the opinion of the City Attorneys that when the City School Boerd presents
to the City Courcil the request for supplemental funds in accordance with
Section 15 of the Scktool Machinery Act, the Council may approve or dig-
approve the request in whole or in part.

After considerable discussion of the above, it was left
to the diseretion of the Mayor to call a special meeting of the City
Council, if necessary, at such time as the school authorities could present
the matter to the Council in support of their request for this 25¢ levy.

It being brought out that the Board of School Camuissioners migt file their
budget with the State not later than June 15th., which is prior to the next
regular meeting of the City Council.
