
If a qualifying habitat receives a notice of violation, 
the owner has 30 days to receive approval through 

the registry to avoid further enforcement.

Approved habitats may 
qualify for an exemption 

from the nuisance vegetation 
ordinance and will receive a 

city yard sign to display.
